	· Literary Specialist/Tutor - A teacher that provides intervention instruction to students who do not qualify for special education, but are considerably behind in reading/language arts or mathematics.
	
	

	· SF Arts Education Project - A program that provides weekly enrichment to all students in dance, percussions/rhythms, and performance and visual arts.
	
	

	· Sports 4 Kids/P.E. coach - Provides sports programming both during school, lunch recess, and after school.
	
	

	· Tribes Program (including teacher training workshops, behavior coach) - A program that focuses on building a positive school community through mutual respect.
	
	

	· USF Interns (counseling) - On-site child and family internship counselors that build relationships with students who are referred by teachers and staff as having need(s) for extra support.

	· Visual Arts - A program specializing in teaching watercolor, print-making, sculpting, etc.
	
	

	· Writing Skills Program - A consultant from UC Berkeley that provides professional development to teachers in the teaching of writing.
	
	

	· World/Foreign Language Program – An enrichment program, adding/incorporating world languages (Spanish, Mandarin, Arabic, Korean, Russian, etc.) for all students.
