Back To School Night Script

Hi! I’m ___________ and I’m a volunteer with the Proposition A campaign.  I’m also a neighbor/member of PTA/parent of children at the school/alumnus/etc. Some of you may already be familiar with Proposition A, which will be on the November ballot, but I wanted to provide some additional details.

Before I go any further, I need to tell you that I’m not here to advocate on behalf of Proposition A. Because this is an official school-sponsored event, state election law forbids me from encouraging you to vote for Proposition A. But I do want to give you some important information about Proposition A:

· Proposition A will fix, repair and renovate 53 of the district’s 160 buildings by issuing $531 million in bonds.  

· The funds will be used for:

· Addressing health and safety risks throughout school property

· Fixing damaged plumbing, electrical lines and security systems

· Removing hazardous materials 

· Making seismic upgrades

· Replacing aging HVAC systems

· The bond is the final part of a three part effort since 2003 to repair all of the schools in San Francisco.

· The first two bond programs were  done on budget and on schedule. 

· All bond spending will be monitored by a Citizen’s Bond Oversight Committee to ensure that funds are used properly and within their legal guidelines.  Every audit of previous bond campaigns found they met every requirement and were in excellent financial standing.

It is also important to know is that Proposition A requires 55% voter approval to win.  I can’t tell you how to vote on this measure or any other race. But I can ask you to vote. Please, please make sure that you are registered and that you either turn in your absentee ballot or turn out at the polls on November 8th.
